General Rules 
1. All animals must be checked in prior to 9 am Saturday, February 11, 2012. 
2. Show is open to anyone 21 years old and younger (from any state). 
3. Pigs will be penned 2 pigs per a pen. Bring a divider if you need one. Pens are 5’ X 5’. 
4. All animals must have health papers at time of unloading. All market swine must be blood tested PRV and Brucellosis negative and have an 

official health certificate. 
5. No limit to the number of animals you can show. 
6. All animals must have a readable ear tag. 
7. Anyone can show in showmanship if an exhibitor will allow you to use his or her pig. 
8. Pre-club (8 yrs old and under), Junior (9 yrs – 12 yrs old), Intermediate (13-16 yrs old), Senior (17-21 yrs old). At day of registration. 
9. Entries will be limited to penning available: approx. 160 head. 
10. Classes will be split based on weight (Approx. 20 per class) 
11. Barrows and gilts show separately in classes (numbers permitting) but will show together for top Four of Show Honors. 
12. The judge’s decision is final in all classes. 
13. Show officials reserve the right to make changes deemed to be in the best interest of the show. 
14. Showmanship money will be split: 1st- 50%, 2nd- 30%, 3rd- 20% of all entry money received for that age group. 
15. Champion, Reserve, 3rd Overall, 4th Overall will receive additional money based on number of entries. 
16. No clipping of pigs at the show. 
17. This is a market hog show.
